














In order to ensure that tap water is safe to drink, the EPA prescribes regulations, which limit the amount of certain contaminants in water
provided by public water systems. The Food and Drug Administration (FDA) regulations establish limits for contaminants in bottled water,
which must provide the same protection for public health.

Drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably be expected to contain at least small amounts of some contaminants. The presence
of contaminants does not necessarily indicate that the water poses a health risk. More information about contaminants and potential health
effects can be obtained by calling the Environmental Protection Agency’s Safe Drinking Water Hotline at 1-800-426-4791.

Some people may be more vulnerable to contaminants in drinking water than the general population. Inmuno-compromised persons
such as persons with cancer undergoing chemotherapy, persons who have undergone organ transplants, people with HIV/AIDS or
other immune system disorders, some elderly, and infants can be particularly at risk from infections. These people should seek
advice about drinking water from their health care providers. EPA/CDC guidelines on appropriate means to lessen the risk of
infection by Cryptosporidium and other microbiological contaminants are available from the Safe Drinking Water Hotline (800-426-
4791).

Are You Insured?
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For many homeowners, their home and its contents
represent their greatest investment. Property losses
due to flooding are not covered under most standard
homeowners’ insurance policies. You can protect your
home and its contents with flood insurance through the
National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP).

The NFIP is a program that enables property owners
to buy flood insurance at a reasonable rate. Participating
communities carry out flood management measures
designed to protect life and property from future flooding.

The NFIP is administered by the Federal Emergency
Management Agency through its Federal Insurance

storm conditions are expected, usually within 36 hours.
* HURRICANE WATCH-Hurricane conditions are
possible, usually within 48 hours.
* HURRICANE WARNING-Hurricane conditions are
expected, usually within 36 hours.
