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Mayor Pro-Tern Barrow asked Mr. Sloan to speak on behalf of the
Hickory Lanes Bowling Alley. Mr. Sloan stated that the City could
not recover any of the fees associated with the lien since the
property foreclosed. After some discussion, the Council agreed by
consensus to have the Code Enforcement Officer do a release of liens
for the Hickory Lanes Bowling Alley. Council Member Oost stated
that he spoke to the code enforcement officer regarding the
Colonel's property and that he felt the City should release the
liens against the property since it has been cleaned up. Council
Member Oost made a motion seconded by Council Member Nepereny to
have the Code Enforcement Officer do a release of liens for the
Colonel's property. Upon taking the yeas and nays the vote was Yeas
4, Nays O. Motion carried with Mayor Hendricks absent.

Update on Banking
The City Clerk stated that the banks had been changed over to
Hancock bank and that the Mayor Pro-Tern and she would close out the
lockbox at Regions and move the contents to Hancock Bank. Mayor
Pro-Tern Barrow stated that she had some concerns with Hancock Bank
as they only require one signature on the bank accounts. She then
stated that since the City's policy states that two signatures must
be on the checks at all times then if a check was sent out with only
one signature then the person who sent the check would be brought
before the Council.

Correspondence from FDLE dated April 6, 2010 Re: Edward Byrne
Memorial Justice Grant in the amount of $2,196.00 for the Parker
Police Department
Mayor Pro-Tern Barrow stated that unless there were any comments on
the above items she would move to the next item.

Correspondence from Bob Wazlavek dated March 26, 2010 Re: Cedar St.
Bill Libby of 4717 Sunset Dr. wanted to know if the Council would
pass a resolution to clarify that the 75ft that has been in
questioned on Cedar St. is a right of way. After some discussion,
the City Attorney stated that as far as he is concerned after
reading over all of the documents that it is an official right of
way. The Council took no further action.

345. Upon taking the yeas and nays the vote was Yeas 4, Nays O.
Motion carried with Mayor Hendricks absent. Mr. Sloan read the
ordinance. Council Member Nepereny made a motion seconded by
Council Member Spikes to adopt ordinance 2010-345. Upon taking the
yeas and nays the vote was Yeas 4, Nays O. Motion carried with
Mayor Hendricks absent.

Consideration and approval to disconnect delinquent sewer only
customers.
After some discussion, the Council agreed by consensus to have Mr.
Sloan draft a resolution or ordinance like the City of Callaway's to
state that they City could disconnect private water supply.

Other Items
Credit Card Machines
After some discussion the Council agreed by consensus that they wish
to not complete this task at this time therefore, they took no
action.
